SOCIAL CONCERNS COMMISSION

The Social Concerns Commission takes as its mission he exhortation Pope
Paul VI urged for Catholics in his Encyclical, “Populorum Progressio:”
“...They must try to infuse a Christian spirit into people’s mental outlook
and daily behavior, into laws and structures of the civil community.
Changes must be made, present conditions must be improved. An the
transformations must be permeated with the spirit of the Gospel.” (IINo. 81)

Purpose: The Social Concerns Commission is involved with the physical,
psychological, social, and economic needs of the people. It coordinates
efforts to care for the needy and to take action and organize efforts on their
behalf. It oversees and coordinates both service and action in the parish.
The Commission is a liaison between the Parish Council and Committees
set up under it to work and minister to needs. Such committees include the
Social Action Committee, the Hospitality-Newcomers Committee, the Holy
Name Society, the Ladies Sodality, and the Respect Life Committee.
Paul’s admonition, “Do good to all men, but especially to those of the
household of the faith,” guides the Commission. Because of its tasks, the
Commission must address concerns of all members of the community as
well as those of the parish.

Membership: The membership of this Commission should include parish-
ioners knowledgeable in community organizations, emphatic toward human
problems, and sensitive to issues of social justice. It could include, if possi-
ble, a doctor, lawyer, welfare worker, as well as those served by and in-
volved in parish programs. Parish organizations and committees included
could be the Social Action Committee, Ladies Sodality, Hospitality— New-
comers Committee, etc.
